Heinrich van Wylich ( †1484) married Mechthild von Brempt ( †1497)

Daughter of Reiner v. Brempt and Joh(anna) v. Altenbockum

In 1519 Gijsbert van Bronckhorst was Lord of Batenburch;

Johan van Brempt was a judge at Batenburch and Frederick van

Loë was the bailiff.

The van Brempt family was also related to the van Bronckhorst

(Batenburg) family

He is Goswin's son
